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The Construction of New classrooms in Bait Fajjar City in Hebron
and the Rehabilitation of Zatara Water Network in Bethlehem
have been completed by Japan’s Assistance

Today on January 21%, 2010, two projects’ completion ceremonies were held respectively in
Beit Fajjar city in Hebron governprate and Zatara town in Bethlehem governorate. Mr. Ahmad
Thawabteh, Mayor of Bait Fajjar Municipality and Mr. Khaled Abu Amrieh, Mayor of Za’tara
Municipality attended each ceremony in addition to Mr. Hideaki Yamamoto, Deputy Representative of
Japan to the PA. These projects were funded by the Government of Japan in December, 2008 and
March, 2009, through its Grant Assistance for Grass-roots Human Security Projects (GGP).

With the fund of USD 87,153, which was made available through Grant Assistance for
Grass-roots Human Security Projects (GGP) of Japan, Bait Fajjar Municipality implemented the
project for construction of additional classrooms for Al Wafa Girls’ Elementary School in Bait Fajjar
City, to provide expanded capacity that will cater for approximately 150 students. It includes the
construction and finishing of four classrooms on the ground and first floor. This project provides four
new classrooms which were built according to high quality construction standards and will provide

high quality education environment to the students.

Under the same GGP program, the fund of USD 87,999 was granted for Za’tara Municipality
to implement the project for Rehabilitation of Water Network in Za’tara Town, where about 4.56 km of
the water network was rehabilitated for the benefit of more than 1200 people directly. Those people
had been suffering from water shortage and network leakage. The project will ensure the sustenance
of human life and will be the bases for future economic development for the population living in the

village.

Since 1993, the Government of Japan has extended economic assistance of more than USD 1
billion to the Palestinians, including USD 20 millions through GGP to finance 290 projects
implemented by non-governmental organizations (NGOs) or local government authorities in various

fields, such as education, health, water supply, rural electrification, women empowerment, etc.

Mr. Yamamoto in his speeches in both ceremonies expressed that the Japanese Government
is determined to continue its support to Palestinian people from human security perspective and their
efforts to establish a viable independent state for them based on the two-state solution, in addition to

supporting the state-institutions building plan led by Prime Minister Dr. Salam Fayyad.
