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Japan Extends Grassroots Assistance in Education and Health

for Rural Communities in the West Bank

Today on November 3, 2010, the signing ceremony of the grant contracts of the following two projects was held
in the Representative Office of Japan to the PNA. The total amount of the projects funded by the Government of
Japan is USD 181,359 through the Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects (GGP). The contracts
were signed by Mr. Naofumi Hashimoto, Representative of Japan to the Palestinian National Authority and the
representatives of Khallit Al Mayyah Village Council and the Local Committee for Social Rehabilitation - Al Far’a
Area respectively. Some of UNRWA officials also attended this ceremony on behalf of UNRWA West Bank field office.

The two projects funded by the Government of Japan are as below:

1. The Project for Foundation of a New School Building in Khalit AL, Mayyah Boys School in Hebron

($ 106,322): This grant will be utilized for the construction of two-story school buildings with a total of six
classrooms to accommodate 150 students used to study in rented classrooms and very old school building.
Thus, those students will enjoy learning in safe and appropriate study environment.

2. The Project for Establishing a Physical Therapy Unit and a Hearing Therapy Unit in the Far’a

Community Based Rehabilitation Center ($ 75,037): This grant will be utilized for the installation of

essential equipments for Physical Therapy and Hearing Therapy and interior renovation, including the

placement of essential furniture and administrative machines. This project aims to offer adequate
rehabilitation programs for 1,500 handicapped people living in Al Far’a Refugee Camp and its
surrounding area. The grant is a part of Japan’s assistance to Palestinian refugees in coordination with

UNRWA.

Mr. Hashimoto in his speech expressed that the Japanese Government is determined to continue its
support to Palestinian people from human security perspective as well as from its political stands for their efforts to
establish a viable independent Palestinian state and to develop capacities of local institutions in providing basic

daily services to people.

Since the inception of Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects in 1993 in
Palestine, Japan has provided funding assistance to about 300 projects with a total value of approximately 21
million US dollars, which is a part of Japan’s total assistance to the Palestinians amounting about USD 1 billion in
all over West Bank and Gaza Strip.
