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Two Grassroots Assistance by Government of Japan for
Improving the Water Supply for Rural Communities in the West Bank

Today on March 9th, 2010, the signing ceremony of the grant contracts of the following
two projects was held. The total amount of the projects funded by the Government of Japan
is USD 193,960 through the Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects
(GGP). The contracts were signed by Mr. Naofumi Hashimoto, Representative of Japan to
the Palestinian Authority and the representatives of Palestinian Hydrology Group, and
Al-Badhan Village Council respectively.

The two projects funded by the Government of Japan are as below:

1. The Project for Constructing Cisterns for Eight Basic and Secondary Schools in

Hebron ($ 96,960): This grant will be utilized for the construction of 8 rain water

collecting cisterns of 100 m?®/each, to provide better quality water and improve water
shortage and to achieve appropriate educational environment for about 4,000
students. In addition, PHG will provide “water awareness training” for teachers and
students in these schools.

2. The Project for Rehabilitation of Al Badhan Main Pipleline and Pump Installation
($ 97.000): This grant will be utilized to rehabilitate about 1.5 km of Al-Badhan

main pipeline in addition to installing a new pump and upgrading the reservoir

room to ensure the access of around 3,000 people living in Al-Badhan area to

running tap water.

These 2 projects have been approved in the framework of the “Cool Earth Partnership”
initiated by the Government of Japan, and both projects will contribute to the adaptation for

climate change and to the improvement of the life of the Palestinian people.

Also, the above-mentioned projects are clear indicators of Japan’s determined support to
the Palestinian government and people’s efforts for establishing a viable independent state
for Palestinians living side by side with Israel in peace, security and prosperity, under which
human security is ensured for Palestinians.
