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Upgrading a center for special needs in Halhul City
and the Construction of cistern in a school in Al Khader Village
have been completed by Japan’s Assistance

Today on May 27, 2010, the completion ceremonies of two projects were held respectively in
Halhul city in Hebron Governorate and Al Khader Village in Bethlehem Governorate. H.E. Mrs. Majda
Al-Masri, Minister of Social Affairs, Dr. As’ad Al-Baba Chairman of Sanable Elkhair Society for
Disabled (SKS), in addition to Mr. Naofumi Hashimoto, Representative of Japan to the Palestinian
Authority attended the ceremony in Halhul. Then, Mr. Hashimoto joined Mr. Ibrahim Issa, Hope
Flowers School Director at the ceremony in Al Khader Village. These projects were funded by the
Government of Japan in February, 2009, through its Grant Assistance for Grass-roots Human Security
Projects (GGP).

With the fund of USD 84,553, SKS implemented the project for finishing the interior work in
their new building, where more than 500 m? where upgraded for the benefit of more than 170 disabled
people directly. Those people had been suffering from inappropriate conditions where they didn’t have
sufficient space to offer the needed treatment for their patients. The project will ensure that patients

are given the treatment and training they need.

Under the same GGP program, the amount of USD 84,843 was granted for Hope flowers
school to implement the project for construction of cistern in the school of 1000 m?, to provide clean
drinking water for the students and use the cistern for irrigation purposes for the two green houses
they are already developing. The cistern will benefit about 400 students or teachers in addition to
around 500 people using this school for camps and community meetings. This project provides the

sustenance of human life and will be the bases for future development of the school.

Since the inception of Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects in
1993 in Palestine, Japan has provided funding GGP assistance to about 300 projects with a total value
of approximately 21 million US dollars, which is a part of Japan’s total assistance to the Palestinians
exceeding USD 1 billion.

Mr. Hashimoto in his speeches in both ceremonies expressed that the Japanese Government
is determined to continue its support to Palestinian people from human security perspective as well as
from its political stands to contribute to their efforts to establish a viable independent Palestinian

state and to create local institutions to provide basic daily services to people.
