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The Japanese Representative Office Celebrates the Completion of
Two Grassroots Projects in the West Bank

Today on August 3, 2010, the completion ceremonies of two projects were held respectively in
Immatain village in Qalgilya Governorate, Thinnabeh village in Tulkarem Governorate. Mr. Naofumi
Hashimoto, Representative of Japan to the Palestinian Authority and representative of each grant
recipient organization in addition to some PA representatives from the allied ministries attended each
ceremony. These projects were funded by the Government of Japan in December 2009 and March 2010,
through its Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects (GGP).

With the fund of USD 77,275, Immatain Village Council implemented the project for
rehabilitation of the electric network in the village, where 7 kms were rehabilitated for all the
population of Immatain (3000 people). Those people had been suffering from frequent power outages
and unsafe wires due to old electricity network. The project will provide a stable electricity supply with
a fully operational network, which will be the bases for future economic development for the

population living in the village.

Under the same GGP scheme, the amount of USD 96,250 was granted for Thinnabeh
Cooperative for Agricultural Services to implement the project for expanding the compost production
in Thinnabeh. Through the construction of barrack and provision of some machines for effective
compost production, high quality and cheap organic fertilizers are provided for farmers in Tulkarem
area, where in the future the project is going to expand to reach other areas in the West Bank to
improve the farmers’ economic situation by enabling them to buy compost in reasonable price and

enhance the overall agricultural activities.

Since the inception of Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects in
1993 in Palestine, Japan has provided funding GGP assistance to about 300 projects with a total value
of approximately 21 million US dollars, which is a part of Japan’s total assistance to the Palestinians
exceeding USD 1 billion.

Mr. Hashimoto in his speeches expressed that the Japanese Government is determined to
continue its support to Palestinian people from human security perspective as well as from its political
stands to contribute to their efforts to establish a viable independent Palestinian state and to create

local institutions to provide basic daily services to people.
