Japan Supports People and Children with Disabilities in Bethlehem and
Hebron Governorates

Today, Mr. Naofumi Hashimoto, Representative of Japan to the PA, signed two grant
contracts totaling to 224,544 USD, at the Representative Office of Japan in Ramallah, with the
representatives of East Jerusalem Young Men Christian Association — Rehabilitation Program
and the Local Committee for Rehabilitation of the Disabled in the Deheisha Refugee Camp, in
the presence of UNRWA representatives.

The grant of 112,220 USD is extended to East Jerusalem Young Men Christian
Association — Rehabilitation Program for the project for Enhancing the Communal Support for
Physically Disabled People in Bethlehem and Hebron Governorates, to eliminate physical
obstacles preventing free access of disabled people to basic services and activities in the society,
where total 18 facilities, educational and civil, in the Bethlehem and Hebron governorates shall be
adapted for the handicapped, and in parallel, a 6-month awareness activity shall be implemented
in the same facilities by YMCA. This project will help around 163 physically disabled people
who regularly use the facilities, and more than 3,000 participants in the 6-month awareness
activity.

Another grant of 112,324 USD is extended to the Local Committee for Rehabilitation
of the disabled in the Deheisha Refugee Camp in Bethlehem Governorate to enlarge the Center’s
capacity by building five additional classrooms and to facilitate the movement of disabled
children throughout the center by installing an elevator. As a result, more disabled children are
expected to be able to obtain an educational opportunity and they can fully enjoy their school life
without feeling much trouble or a sense of inferiority. The total number of direct beneficiaries is
estimated to be around 200 disabled children.

Mr. Hashimoto in his speech expressed that the Japanese Government is determined to
continue its support to Palestinian people from human security perspective as well as from its
political stands for their efforts to establish a viable independent Palestinian state and to develop
capacities of local institutions in providing basic daily services to population.
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Since the inception of Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security
Projects (GGP) in Palestine, Japan has provided funding assistance to more than 320 projects
with a total value of approximately 23 million USD, which is a part of Japan’s total assistance to
the Palestinians since 1993 exceeding 1.2 billion USD. It is worth mentioning that GGP
projects have been formulated in collaboration with the Palestinian Authority through MoPAD
since 2010.
