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Japan Funds Electricity and School Projects in the West Bank

Today, Mr. Naofumi Hashimoto, Representative of Japan to the PA, signed two grant
contracts totaling to 197,379 USD, at the Representative Office of Japan in Ramallah, with the
representatives of the local authorities in Hebron Governorate and Bethlehem Governorate in the
presence of Ministry of Planning and Administrative Development (MoPAD)’s representative.

Al Shyoukh Municipality in Hebron Governorate has received 85,999 USD for the
project to replace total 650 meters of the existing naked Middle Voltage wires with 750 meters
underground cables and total 4,100 meters of the existing naked Low Voltage cables with ABC
cables. In addition it will extend a total of 1300 meters to 4 districts in Al Shyoukh city which
currently have no official electricity.

Meanwhile, Al Khass Local Council in Bethlehem Governorate has received 111,380
USD to extend the existing second story building of Al Khass School with four classrooms, a
lavatory and some other small rooms. Students are currently learning in crowded or
double-purposed rooms, which makes it difficult for students to concentrate on study.

Mr. Hashimoto in his speech expressed that the Japanese Government is determined to
continue its support to Palestinian people from human security perspective as well as from its
political stands for their efforts to establish a viable independent Palestinian state and to develop
capacities of local institutions in providing basic daily services to population.

Since the inception of Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security
Projects (GGP) in Palestine, Japan has provided funding assistance to more than 320 projects
with a total value of approximately 23 million USD, which is a part of Japan’s total assistance to
the Palestinians since 1993 exceeding 1.2 billion USD. It is worth mentioning that GGP projects
have been formulated in collaboration with the Palestinian Authority through MoPAD since
2010.
